Member Assistance Program

GFOABC provides assistance and support to members who find themselves between jobs and otherwise unemployed. The Member Assistance Program provides a networking opportunity, support group, opportunity to participate in continuing education and professional development offered by GFOABC, and encourages members to remain active within the local government field and current on emergent issues, thereby promoting the opportunity for reemployment. 

The Program
1. Effective Date - May 7th, 1999 following GFOA of BC member assent at the Annual General Meeting. As revised by Board Resolution Feb 29th 2008.
2. Eligibility - Any GFOA of BC member in good standing, who becomes terminated from their regular employment. 

3. Financial Assistance will be provided for one year from displacement of employment as follows:
· Annual GFOA of BC membership fee. 

· GFOA of BC AGM registration fee. 

· Training offered by GFOA of BC - course fee reduced to cost. 

4. In recognition by GFOA of BC that the experience is difficult and that GFOA of BC is supportive of the individuals, members will be notified of the program as follows; 

· Communication of Program Details through the GFOA of BC Web page 

· Phone contact by the Executive Director offering GFOA support and outlining program details, and obtaining relevant information for future communication with that member, including phone, fax, address and e-mail. 

· Email from the Executive Director detailing the program and including specifics of GFOA support. 
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
